Some rules in Tamil pronunciation

* "&" is pronounces as “gh” when in between vowels and after LI and

 "F" is pronounced as "ja" after nasal consonants

* "L_"is pronounced "da" after nasal consonants and between vowels

* "LI" is pronounced “ba” after nasal consonants and between vowels
